Run #112-December 10, 2007
Station 251 responded to a RIT assignment in Avalon Borough for a duplex 2nd story structure fire. Station 251 Assistant Chief called for 239 RIT for additional manpower. Upon scene arrival, Stations 103, 108 and 148 quickly had the fire knocked down. Station 251 remained on the scene for 45 minutes before returning into service. Run #111-December 10, 2007
Station 251 responded to a RIT assignment in Shaler on Anderson Road for Station 259. Upon arrival, RIT was set up near the structure with additional aid from 149 RIT. The RIT teams were in service at the scene for approximately two hours until released by 259 Chief. (visit Bauerstown Link for photos)

Run #110-December 6, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched to wires down at Bascom and Oceanas Avenues. It appeared a telephone pole was struck earlier in the day resulting in telephone and cable lines knocked loose. 251 Assistant Chief called for Duquesne Light to fix the pole. Units stayed on the scene until released by Duquesne Light.

Run #109-December 5, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched by County along with Stations 250, 252, truck 108 and 246 RIT for possible structure fire caused by a chimney. Upon arrival to the scene, Captain Atkinson quickly down graded everyone as there was no visible fire. The resident explained of a fire in a wood burner chimney located at the rear of the residence. Station 251 was dispatched 2nd alarm into 108's district for a fire alarm at Bellevue Mansion. The fire alarm was set off accidentally and units returned into service.

Run #101-November 7, 2007
Station 251 responded to Brighton Road Giant Eagle for a commercial fire alarm. A sprinkler room door was opened setting off the alarm. Units were returned into service.

Run #100-November 3, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched by County for a smell of natural gas in a residence on Jacks Run Road. Multiple Companies responded including Equitable Gas. Station 251 remained on the scene until released by the gas company.

In the early morning of 9/8, Station 251 was dispatched to a MVA with a vehicle into a pole. Captain Atkinson was first officer on the scene and reported the very serious situation. Firefighters remained on the scene for four hours working with police, EMS and other authorities until the situation was under control.

Run #80-August 24, 2007
251 QRS responded to a residential call for a patient with an unknown medical condition on Connie Drive.

Run #79-Same as Run #76
Run #78-August 22, 2007
County dispatched Station 251 for a MVA with hazards with the vehicle possibly leaking fuel. After arrival on scene it was determined the accident was very minor and units were returned into service.

Run #77-August 20, 2007
Station 251 QRS was dispatched to Eileen Drive for a resident with breathing difficulties.

Run #76-August 16, 2007
Station251 was dispatched for some type of explosion on Jacks Run Road near The Grove tavern. After investigation, it appeared due to a power outage at Aspen Village a transformer had exploded. Duquesne Light was called and 250 C1 released 251 units back into service.

Run #61-July 10, 2007
Station 251 provided a public service detail at Denny Park for Messy Days summer camp.

Run #60-July 7, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched for a smoke investigation to Calderwood Avenue. After arriving on scene, Engine 251 crew confirmed a recreational fire. Resident extinguished fire with a garden hose and all units cleared the scene.

Run #59-July 3, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched to Dakota Avenue for a fireworks complaint. After investigation nothing was found and the company returned to service.

Run #58-June 26, 2007
Station 251 QRS was dispatched for a medical call off Ivory Ave. The patient was transported to a local hospital.

Station 251QRS was dispatched to Jacks Run Road for a bicycle accident. The QRS staff administered minor first aid before being released by Ross/West View EMS.

Station251 QRS was dispatched to a multi vehicle accident with entrapment. Patients were extricated and transported to local hospitals for evaluation.

Run #53-June 16, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched for a female with abdominal pains. Shortly after  dispatched 251QRS was called off and the patient was transported to a local hospital.

Station 251 RIT was dispatched by County for a fire in Avalon's district-Station 103. The fire is currently under investigation at an apartment complex on South Home Avenue. Station 103 knocked the fire down quickly with minimal damage to the structure. Within a half hour the fire and scene was under control.

Station 251 was dispatched by County for a large pile of mulch on fire. Station 251 arrived to find a 25'X15' pile of mulch on fire. The fire was extinguished with a hand line off the truck. A hydrant was utilized to assist with a water source and approximately 1,750 gallons of water was used.

Station 259 was dispatched by county for a kitchen fire on Wible Run Road in Shaler Township. Also assisting was stations 191, 246, 260 and 239 for the RIT team. After confirmation of fire and smoke showing, RIT command officer 239 C-1 dispatched Station 251 for additional RIT manpower. Within 30 minutes the fire was under control.

Run #20-May 7, 2007
Station 251 QRS was dispatched by county to Giant Eagle for a customer with chest pain. Ross West View EMS arrived on the scene who took over for QRS 251.

Run #19-May 6, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched at around 1:15am for a fire in the woods at the end of Longmount Drive in Ross Twp. After investigation the fire was a recreation fire and was quickly extinguished using water cannons. The company was back in service within a half hour.

Run #18-April 27, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched to 31 Mazur Avenue for a CO alarm with no ill effects. After investigation, the interior crew found a CO detector with a faulty battery and no CO levels were found.

Run #17-April 16, 2007
QRS Call-to Eileen Drive for a resident with chest pain

Run #16-April 7, 2007
County dispatched Station 251 for a RIT response to McKnight Road for possible smoke coming from a roof by a passer by near the Revival Center. After investigation with nothing found, units were returned by Duty Chief 247.

Run #15-March 28, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched again to Balsam and Sunflower Avenues for smoke in the area. Residences at this location were instructed on controlled burns in the Township.

Run #14-March 27, 2007

Run #10 - February 14, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched to 234 Jacks Run Road for tree branches pulling on high tension service lines. The area was secured and Duquesne Light was notified by Chief Gross. The road was closed for some time so repairs could be made to the lines.

Run #9 - February 14, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched to Jacks Run Road at Denny Park for a tree limb into a triplex tension line. Assistant Chief Fichter notified Duquesne Light and the area was secured until repairs on the lines were completed.

County dispatched Station 251 on Saturday to assist in a public service detail. A five year old cat wandered into a storm drain on Merwood Drive. After repeated attempts to remove the storm drain cover manually, Chief Gross requested a tow truck to assist in the removal. A TIC camera was used to locate the cat in the drain and was safely removed with the assistance by the owner. The cat was not injured but was lost for more than 20 hours in frigid temperatures.

Run #7 - February 9, 2007
County dispatched Station 251 for RIT response to 819 Ohio River Blvd. to assist Avalon Fire Company with a working structure fire. Upon arrival the company was instructed to hit a hydrant and assist with fire suppression operations in the rear of the structure. Station 251 was dispatched to 94 York Drive for a CO alarm. Upon arrival, the residence was metered and no readings of CO were found. Also there were no ill affects.

Run #4 - January 19, 2007
Station 251 was dispatched to 101 Longmont Drive and found cable and telephone wires down. The wires were apparently knocked down by a boom truck. Chief Gross held the engine at the station and requested Comcast and Verizon to repair the wires.

Run #3 - January 15, 2007
County dispatched Station 251 for an automatic fire alarm at the Ross Township DPW building. 510FM2 arrived with nothing showing and held all companies dispatched at their station. 510FM2 confirmed the false alarm and crews were working on the fire alarm system.

Run #2 - January 5, 2007
County dispatched Station 251 for a transformer fire at Jacks Run Road and Farragut Streets. Upon arrival 250 Captain reported wires sparking at Farragut and Brighton Roads. Assistant Chief Fichter requested Duquesne Light and the area was secured until the wires were repaired.

Run #1- January 5, 2007
County dispatched Station 251 to 114 Wanker Drive for a smoke alarm going off in a vacant house. Upon arrival Assistant Chief Fichter found nothing showing but reported the audible alarm. Access was made through a rear window and the residence was investigated. The interior crew found a malfunctioning smoke alarm in the basement of the structure.
